19. Charge the batteries: Connect the
battery charger cable to the electri-
cal socket.

20. Park the machine keeping the re-
covery tank cover open and hang-
ing the squeegee.

If the machine has been used until the low battery level indicator on the machine, a full recharge of the batteries (10-12 hours) will be required. Failure to carry out this procedure may cause damage

to the batteries. Charging the batteries after every use is recommended.
